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Established in 1990, Original BTC manufactures relaxed, familiar lighting for traditional and contemporary homes. 
All products are hand-assembled in Oxford from high quality components, produced in the UK. 
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If you are in any doubt consult a qualified electrician as to the installation of the fitting. Install in accordance with 
current NEC wiring regulations. It is recommended that this fitting is installed by a qualified electrician.
Ensure that the electrical supply is OFF. Disconnect the electrical supply at the fuse-board.
If removing an existing fitting first, note all wiring connections: record which of the house wires is connected to the live 
(hot), neutral and earth (ground) terminals. 
Carefully identify where the supply cable is (and check there are no other cables in the area) to avoid damage to concealed
wiring during installation.
Position the light where desired ensuring that there is access to a suitable junction box for the fixture. The fitting can be 
mounted to a single gang mud ring type electrical box (not supplied). Using your existing junction box, use a screwdriver to 
open the junction box. Keep the two existing screws.
Support the fitting so that no strain is applied to the wiring when making the electrical connections. If necessary get a 
colleague to help.
Electrical connection: The fitting must be connected to a the provided LED driver when installing on a mains voltage (120V) 
circuit. Make the connections through the provided driver. This is a class 3 (low voltage) fitting and does not require 
grounding. Terminate the ground wire from your supply inside the junction box. Make the connections as shown in the 
diagrams below:

Check that no wires are trapped behind or within the fitting and complete the installation, referring to the installation 
diagram inside, mounting the fitting to your junction box and screwing the fitting to the wall, as required.
Switch on at the fuse-board. Your light fitting is now ready for use.

Other Important Information
Switch off at mains before changing lamp(s). Never fit a lamp of greater wattage than recommended. Ensure children do not play 
with the light fitting. Dispose of old lamps carefully. Never leave a fitting without a lamp in position (or someone can accidently 
touch the contacts). Adjust fitting only when power to the fitting is off and has been left to cool. If the electrical flex or electrical 
components become damaged at any point, power to the fitting should be disconnected immediately and not operated until the 
damaged parts are fixed/replaced.

Driver Information

- Remove the glass section of the pillar light from the back plate by unscrewing the gallery screws. 
- Follow the instructions overleaf to install the fitting. The fitting must be connected to a 12V LED driver. The driver can be installed up 
  to 10m from the fitting- providing suitable wiring and enclosure are used for the installation requirements.
- Replace the glass section of the Pillar/Cabin light, using the gallery screws to secure it to the backplate.
- If the fitting is to be installed in an exterior or damp location we recommend sealing the backplate with a thin  bead of silicone to 
  prevent moisture ingress.

These fittings MUST be connected to the provided driver when installing on a mains circuit. Details of the drivers are outlined below:

7212/27 & 7218/27 - 12V DC constant voltage driver.

7212/40 & 7218/40 - 250ma constant current driver.

7218/60 - 375ma constant current driver. 

The drivers should be installed remotely in a suitable enclosure behind the fitting. The fittings are dimmable provided they are 
connected to a trailing edge dimming module.

If the driver is to be installed remotely (as shown above) ensure it is housed in a suitable IP rated enclosure and that the electrical
connections are made according to current NEC wiring regulations, using suitable UL approved wire nuts.

Cleaning and Maintenance
Metal finishes should only be cleaned with a soft, dry cloth. Do not use polishes or abrasives. Glass can be cleaned with a soft
damp cloth, or suitable glass cleaner. Switch off power to the fitting before cleaning.
